Notice of the meeting was given to the public at least 24 hours prior to the meeting by posting in three (3) places that are likely to be seen by the general public and to all members of the news media who have submitted a written request for notice and to the Sheboygan Press a news medium likely to give notice to the area.

1.  Call to Order
The Town of Sheboygan Sanitary District No. 3 (Water) Commission monthly budget workshop and monthly meeting is called to order by President Mark Flasher at 2:30 p.m.  The following were also present at the meeting: Commissioner Jerry Hoeppner, Treasurer; Commissioner Spencer Lutzke, Secretary; Director of Public Works William Blashka; alternate Commissioner Damian Nevers, Town Supervisor Jim Schwinn, Engineer Tom Holtan and those persons on the attached list.
2.  Approval of the October 17, 2016 Monthly Bills
The Town of Sheboygan Sanitary District No. 3 (Water) Commission hereby approves the October 17, 2016 monthly bills as submitted per a motion by Commissioner Flasher and a second by Commissioner Hoeppner.  Motion carried.
3.  Discussion/Action –2017 Budget Workshop

The Town of Sheboygan Sanitary District No. 3 (Water) Commission hereby approves the draft 2017 budget, as amended, a copy of which is incorporated herein by reference, subject to confirmation of special assessment and investment income numbers by the Office Manager, and directs that a public hearing on the budget be scheduled for November 21, 2016 at 4:00 pm, and further directs that public notice of the public hearing be published as required by law per motion by Commissioner Flasher and second by Commissioner Hoeppner.  Motion carried.
As part of its 2017 budget review, the Commission received liability insurance and workers compensation insurance premium quote information from Town Supervisor Jim Schwinn.  The Town of Sheboygan Sanitary District No. 3 (Water) Commission hereby recommends and supports the Town of Sheboygan Town Board selection of Rural Mutual Insurance to continue as the insurance carrier for the Town and the Districts for 2017 per a motion by Commissioner Flasher and a second by Commissioner Lutzke. Attorney Bauer answered questions about the several terms of the Mutual Aid Agreement from the Village of Glenbeulah.  Eleven municipalities have approved and returned documents to participate in the Mutual Aid Agreement.  A list of these municipalities is on file in the District Office.

9.  Town of Sheboygan Plan Commission Update

John J. Schmitz d/b/a Custom Built located at 3639 Progress Ln in the Town Business Park is proposing to construct a 6,000 square foot expansion on to the existing 6,000 square foot building for production of point of sales display products in 2017 and/or 2018.

Kohler Credit Union proposes to use the vacant building at 4110 STH 42 that it owns for youth soccer indoor programming during the winter months.

Hillcrest Builders is proposing to subdivide Outlot 1 in Mueller Fields subdivision into two residential lots.


10.  Operator’s Report

Sanitary District No. 3 (Water):

· SCADA system is functioning properly.  Alerts DPW of tower draw down as the result of significant Fire Department usage for firefighting activities.
· Verizon moved its new antenna installed on Tower 2 to eliminate blocking SCADA signal from tower, painting and cable correction completed.
· All hydrants flushed and winterized.
· Two hydrant water meters to be removed for winter by 10/31/16.
· Water pumpage is normal for the month.

Sanitary District No. 2 (Sewer):

· Albert’s used for pumping and cleaning lift stations.
· Enterprise Drive and other subdivision manhole adjustments made to avoid damage by winter snow plowing operations.
· Harbor Freight sewer connection coordinated with City of Sheboygan with building sewer to be connected at N. 36th Street manhole because of old and inadequate clay sewer line in City right-of-way.
· City of Sheboygan DPW sending letters to N. 6th Street residents located in City concerning grease buildup problem.  Commissioners approve and authorize DPW and Office Manager to send letters to N. 6th Street Town residents as notice of grease issue by motion of Commissioner Albright and second by Katte.  Motion carried.
· Commissioners review system flow information.  Commissioners indicate that the new historical flow information included in standard monthly flow report is helpful and informative.

Bobcat 5600 a/k/a Tool cat and Snow Blower:

· DPW recommends that Town of Sheboygan Sanitary District No. 3 (Water) Commission purchase and replace existing tool cat and further recommends that Town of Sheboygan Sanitary District No. 2 (Sewer) purchase and replace existing tool cat snow blower and cutter bar.  Bobcat 5600 a/k/a tool cat for a sum not to exceed $46,000 with the sale proceeds of the old tool cat to be returned to Sanitary District No. 3 on the motion of Commissioner Flasher and second by Commissioner Lutzke.  Motion carried.  Town of Sheboygan Sanitary District No. 2 (Sewer) Commissioners approve and authorize DPW to order a new snow blower unit and cutter bar for new tool cat for a sum not to exceed $4,500 on the motion of Commissioner Griffin and second by Commissioner Albright.  Motion carried.

The Town of Sheboygan Sanitary District No. 2 (Sewer) Commission hereby approves the October 17, 2016 monthly bills as submitted per a motion by Commissioner Albright and a second by Commissioner Katte.”  Motion carried.
15.  Discussion/Action – Policy on Maintenance Obligation, The Preserve at Briarwood, Jason Diener
Jason Diener advised the Commission that he is working with the Developer of the subdivision to transition the sanitary sewer maintenance and operation responsibility for The Preserve at Briarwood to the owners of the lots and other adjacent users of the private sanitary sewer system that services this subdivision.  A copy of the Sanitary Sewer Connection Agreement (Document No. 1808779) between the Developer, JJR Investments, LLC, and Sanitary District No. 2 was reviewed and provided to Mr. Diener.
Mr. Diener indicated that the Developer has created The Preserve At Briarwood, LLC, a Wisconsin limited liability company to act as the homeowners association for the subdivision.  Mr. Diener is asked to provide attorney Bauer with copies of the operating agreement and other information about the LLC.  After review of the requested information and if otherwise deemed  appropriate the Commission will consider approving the assignment and transfer of the maintenance and operation rights and obligations from the Developer to the LLC.  This item should continue to be on the District’s agenda until all issues related to this private sanitary sewer system are resolved.
Mr. Diener was advised that the private sanitary sewer system should be cleaned and televised for leaks every 6 years.  The District included this private system in its routine service program with Great Lakes earlier this year.  The system was cleaned but not televised.  It is probably necessary to re-clean the system at this time in order for the system to televised.  The estimated cost for these services is approximately $1,260.75.
