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[bookmark: _GoBack]   MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE 
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TUESDAY, April 19, 2016 @ Noon

A Town of Sheboygan Town Board meeting was held on Tuesday, April 19, 2016 in open session at the Town of Sheboygan Town Hall, 1512 No. 40th Street, Sheboygan, Wisconsin 53081, Sheboygan County, Wisconsin. 

The meeting was called to order by Town Chairman Daniel W. Hein. The following were also present at the meeting: Supervisors Char Gumm, James Schwinn, John Wagner, Attorney Michael Bauer and Clerk Cathy Conrad. 

Notice of the meeting was given to the public at least 24 hours prior to the meeting by forwarding the complete agenda to the official Town newspaper, The Sheboygan Press, and to all news media who have requested the same, as well as posting in three (3) different places.  

Upon motions duly made and seconded, the Town of Sheboygan Town Board unanimously adopted the attached resolutions unless noted otherwise and made a part of these minutes by reference.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned.
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UPON MOTIONS DULY MADE AND SECONDED, THE FOLLOWING RESOLUTIONS WERE ADOPTED UNANIMOUSLY BY THE TOWN OF SHEBOYGAN TOWN BOARD IN OPEN SESSION

1)   Chairman Hein calls the meeting to order and introductions of Board and Staff were made.

2)   Pledge of Allegiance-The Chairman led those present in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3)   Agenda-Motion Wagner, second Gumm to approve the agenda for April 19, 2016 as presented. Motion carried.

4)   Vince Lombardi Cancer walk/run-Jeff Shea & Erin Starks of the Vince Lombardi Cancer Center/Foundation regarding the June 18, 2016 Cancer Survivors Day Picnic and the Cancer Foundation would also like to hold a run/walk at the same day. The Park would be used for the day along with the route as distributed with a 1 mile walk/run. They distributed flyers to the neighbors affected by the walk/run and also requested law enforcement assistance from 9 am-10 am. Officer Cram suggested that they get approval to block off the streets and they will get assistance from the public works department to make this happen. They will also provide a certificate of insurance. Motion Gumm, second Wagner to approve the route and authorize the Director of Public Works and Ordinance Enforcement officers to coordinate the run. Motion carried.

5)   Jim Meyers regarding flag football at the park-No one was present.
            
6)   Sign Permit for St. Vincent DePaul, 4215 Hwy 42-Atty. Bauer reported the Plan Commission recommended approval. Motion Schwinn, second Gumm to approve the sign permit for St. Vincent DePaul, 4215 Hwy 42, as presented. Motion carried.

7)    Conditional Use Permit for Gary Dhaliwal for 4912 Vanguard Drive-Atty. Bauer reported the Plan Commission recommends approval and the personal property taxes have been paid. Motion Gumm, second Wagner to approve the Conditional Use Permit for Gary Dhaliwal for 4912 Vanguard Drive, as presented. Motion carried.

8)    Sign Permit for Terra Compactor Wheels Corp, 4325 Industrial Ct-Atty. Bauer reported that the Plan Commission recommends approval with the condition that the sign not be located in the row. Motion Schwinn, second Gumm to approve the sign permit for Terra Compactor Wheels Corp, 4325 Industrial Court, as presented. Motion carried.

9)    Signatures on Final Plat of Mueller Fields West Subdivision-Motion Schwinn, second Gumm to approve the final signatures pending payment of the $15,000 parkland fee, review of the final drainage plat by AECom, and a bank letter of credit (including a letter specifying the breakdown of the infrastructure costs). Motion carried.

10)   Agreement re: Water Main Installation within the Town right-of-way on Columbus Avenue-Atty. Bauer stated the District has reviewed and found no issues and the Town will not be extending water to this area. Motion Gumm, second Wagner to approve the request by the City for an Agreement for Water Main Installation within the Town right-of-way on Columbus Avenue. Motion carried.

11)   2015 Final NR216 Report-Motion Gumm, second Schwinn to approve the 2015 Final NR216 report as prepared by AECom. Motion carried.

12)   Firefighter’s Pay-Motion Gumm, second Schwinn, to table this item at this time. Motion carried. This will be put on next agenda. 

13)   Attendance of Chief & Assistant Chief at Chief’s Convention June 23-26, Green Bay, WI-
Motion Wagner, second Gumm to approve the attendance of the Fire Chief and Assistant Chief and their spouses at the 2016 Fire Chief’s Convention June 23-June 26 in Green Bay. Motion carried.

14)   Operators Licenses-Motion Gumm, second Wagner to approve the operators licenses for Vicki Lynn Hernandez and Mason Rishel for Blind Horse, Mildred Rivera for Mobil Station, Tyler Gumm for Fireman’s Brat Fry and waiving the fee, Linda L. Weber for Lion’s Fest and waiving the fee and Steve Menne for Superior Liquor. Motion carried.

15)  Rangeline Road, Playbird Road & Woodland Road-A proposal was received for AECom for Woodland Road engineering. No costs were received from the County for Rangeline Road repairs. Motion Wagner, second Schwinn to table this item until the next meeting. Motion carried.

16)  Entrance signs & Town logo for Town & proposal for services-Motion Gumm, second Wagner to table this item until the next meeting. Motion carried.

17)  Ordinance Enforcement Officer Reports-Hein stated he had a conversation with Cram about someone walking thru the Town Park who had a dog, he told her that it is not legal for dogs in park and she just ignored him and kept walking. Cram explained that currently he works full time for the Sheriff’s Dept. and once he puts our uniform on it limits his authority. Cram stated that the uniform and vehicle looks like a police officer but under the guise of the Ordinance as an Enforcement Officer he has no authority. What should he do? What does the Town want the officers to do? Would the Town consider having a part time officer? Cram stated he is seeing more and more life issues, he is not allowed to pursue and can’t get license number to turn over to Sheriff’s Department. Cram stated he may have to personally step down until he is out of law enforcement. Cram asked if the Town has given thought to contract with the Sheriff’s Department or have a part-time law enforcement officer. Cram stated he does not want to put anybody in jeopardy. Cram feels like he is in a dilemma. Hein felt a separate meeting would probably be necessary after he and Atty. Bauer gather more information.

18)  Update on Retail Coach development plan-Atty. Bauer stated they sent out a preliminary draft and within the next two weeks there will be a data report. In 4 weeks we should have a data report with site specific plans. Bauer will e-mail data that he just received. Bauer asked if the Town would make the suggested changes to our website as recommended by the Sheboygan County Economic Development Corp. The Clerk was directed to make changes to the website per the Town Board. Bauer stated there is a parcel on corner of Enterprise Drive and Hwy 42 and he feels that if there is a small site that could be marketed that should be looked at. Also, what does the Credit Union want to do with their property? 

19)  Listing e-Alert for 30A condos-There was no action taken on this item.

20)  North Lane Drainage-Tom Holton of AECom was present to explain the situation with the ditch being filled in overtime and the drainage doesn’t work any longer, the water doesn’t go where it is supposed to. They may have to go down a lot line without storm sewer and the engineering estimate is $20,999. John Danner asked what happed at the last meeting, who initiated the complaint and why this is being investigated. Hein explained the road was flooded over with standing water and the Public Works Director was asked to look at the area. The Town would like to preserve the road. Holtan stated he doesn’t have a gut feel for the cost since he has not taken elevations yet. Danner asked that the neighborhood be considered and allowed to be part of the decision that may be recommended.  Holton stated that they will involve neighbors. Realcon is the major property owner and Danner asked if they were contacted. Danner suggested that the Town contact Realcon to find out what they will bear in costs. Danner stated the Realcon property is zoned R-1 with no conditional use permit and it is used for agricultural with one business on it. This parcel is 37 acres and is charged $4,000 for taxes. In the farming process the water has been a problem since it is tilled. Danner feels the owner could be a part of the problem and the fields don’t favor the type of percolation and practices necessary. Danner feels this property is affecting their property and the remedy should be based on this acreage to find out what can be done to retile the field as it was in past years. Danner stated the Town damaged tiles when they put in utilities. Danner stated it is incumbent on this property owner to make repairs as his problem is the cause of their problem. There are several culverts and adjacent land owned by Realcon and they don’t have to involve other properties as they can solve the problem on their own property. They can create a ditch and retile on their own property and this should be considered at their expense and it will not require any easements. Ditching and leveling on the Town portion would also solve some of the problems. If this field were to become a subdivision rather than a farm field it would need retention. AECom felt there would probably be ditching on both sides of the road. Danner feels that leveling the road would solve the water problems. This property has been farmed about 15 years. Hein and Cram were out there. The attorneys for Plenco are owners of Realcon and they own many acres out there. The business is owned by Allie Gartman and the vehicles are stored in the shed as her husband stores the vehicles in the buildings. Abnoba LLC is the name of the business. The agricultural use and horses could be grandfathered. Charles Mitch spoke about the culvert referenced by Danner and to use that culvert is a mistake as the only outlet is a field tile across their property and then it floods. There are field tile on the Realcon property and this is causing a lot of erosion. After sewers were put in the water drainage problems began. Neighbors feel that Realcon needs to get involved to solve the problem. Hein stated that pumping water off the road isn’t going to work. AECom can figure out the cause, figure out how to resolve, potential partnerships, etc. Neighbors would like the Town to contact Realcon to inform them of the problem and investigate what we are going to do to protect the problem. Hein would like to make Realcon aware of the issues and find out what their plans are. Neighbors stated there have been problems since farming began. Danner asked if it is conceivable to have Realcon put a ditch on his property. AECom stated that this is not the only contributor to the water problem and we need to find out where the water comes from, where it goes and why. Hein stated AECom gave a proposal to give 2 options to review, at a cost of $20,999, but after listening to these comments it appears the issue will also extend further to more properties. Atty. Bauer stated he can call Atty. Jeff Mohr to set up a meeting to express concerns. D. Opel spoke that most of the water goes into his property and he has concerns for the property owners and would like to see water contained to where it originates. This will be put on the next agenda as two items, one for the business operated there and one for the drainage.

21)  Terms of Committee members-This will be on agenda for the next meeting.

22)  Reappointment of Ken Katte to Sanitary District #2-Motion Gumm, second Schwinn to appoint Ken Katte to Sanitary District #2 for 6 year term through April 2022. Motion carried.

23)  Reappointment of Karen Schulze to Parks Committee with a term expiring 5-30-2021-This item was tabled until the next meeting.

24)  Reappointment of David Griffin, Cole Northup and Karen Schulze to the Plan Commission with terms expiring 4-30-2019-Motion Wagner, second Gumm to reappoint Dave Griffin, Cole Northup and Karen Schulze to the Plan Commission with terms expiring 4-30-2019. Motion carried.

25)   Reappointment of Kenneth Blindauer, Roger Hoitink and John Versey to the Zoning Board of Appeals expiring 1-1-2019-Motion Schwinn, second Gumm to reappoint Kenneth Blindauer, Roger Hoitink and John Versey to the Zoning Board of Appeals with terms expiring 1-1-2019. Motion carried. 

26)   Appointment of pollworkers-Motion Gumm, second Wagner to appoint Scott Lockwood and Rosie Buteyn as pollworkers through December 31, 2017. Motion carried. 

27)   Speed bump on N. Ridgeview-The Town received a request that the speed bump not be installed as it is nuisance and annoyance. Neighbors appeared and stated the road is deteriorating; people go faster before and after the speed bump. Since one person only wanted this neighbors did not feel that it was warranted. The bump gets slippery when wet, this is a dead end road and there is no reason for it. The softball players are only there one night a week. Neighbors would prefer a “Caution” or “Slow Kids at Play” sign or something of that nature would be better than the speed bump. Roger Benzschawel spoke that he has seen some of the speeding on this road and area roads and maybe the Ordinance Officers presence could slow traffic down. Neighbors stated that for the most part it is the residents who keep driving over the bump. Motion Wagner, second Schwinn to NOT install the speed bump on West Ridgeview Avenue. Motion carried.

28)   Reports-Motion Schwinn, second Gumm to approve the reports as presented. Motion carried.

29)   Correspondence-None. 

30)   Hiring of Office Personnel-This item will be placed on the next agenda.

31)   Adjourn- Motion Wagner, second Schwinn to adjourn the meeting at 8:25 p.m. Motion carried.
